The Homeless Shelter Land
Use Task Force was created by
the Louisville Metro Planning
Commission in 2009 to develop a
proposal to amend the Land De-
velopment Code to address land
use regulations for homeless
shelters. After five months of
hard work and consideration of
many community comments, the
Task Force has created and sub-
mitted their final report to the
Louisville Metro Council.

We would like to commend the
Homeless Shelter Land Use Tas
Force on the dedicated and bal-
anced manner in which they ad-
dressed this challenge. They did
not get caught up in the politics o
recent shelter citing issues, but
stuck to the job at hand by devel-
oping thorough land use require-
ments for shelters and service
facilities for the homeless regard-
less of size, design and neighbor
hood. The Task
also important in that it ad-
dresses the deficiencies listed in
the Cityds Anal
ments to Fair Housing Choice in
Louisville Metro. This analysis is
required in order to access mil-
lions in federal U.S. Department
of Housing and Urban Develop-

ment funds allocated annually for
use in housing and community
development programs. And,
since at least 2007, this Analysis
of Impediments to Fair Housing
Choice has described the need ta
develop inclusionary zoning rec-
ommendations for shelters coun-
tywide. Therefore, this Task Forg
recommendation will bring Louis-
ville Metro Government in line
with the Analysis of Impediments
to Fair Housing Choice and insur
that future federal funds are not
lost to the community.

Finally, the Homeless Shelter
Land Use Task Force went one
step beyond just creating pro-
posed land use regulations. In
order to insure safe and effective
services for homeless persons
and neighbors, the Task Force
has proposed that shelter li-
censes be conditioned on Qualit
Assurance Standards overseen b
the City and a third party inspec-
tor, The Coalition for the Home-
less. Louisville is one of the first
cities in the nation to create Qual
ity Assurance Standards for shel
ters and the Task Force was
thoughtful in galvanizing this sys-
tem into new proposed land use
regulations.

We encourage the paper and
its readers to review and support
the Homeless Shelter Land Use
Task Force recommendations.
